THE AWARDS

Mabel Hagerman Anderson is a graduate of the University of Toronto in English and
History. She came to Port Hope in 1935 and taught at PHHS until 1946, at which time
she married. However, she returned to PHHS in 1956 and remained until her retirement
in 1968. Throughout her career at this school she retained a keen interest in the historical
archives of PHHS and in the encouragement of academic excellence,

Mrs. Mary Ellen Beamish taught at P.H.H.S. for a period extending over twenty years from
September, 1958 to November, 1979 at which time, she was appointed Vice-Principal of
Bowmanville High School. Presently she is Principal of Cobourg D.C.l. East. She served as
Head of girls’ Physical and Health Education from September, 1967 to October, 1979 and
took a keen professional and personal interest in both the schools and its pupils.

The Monseigneur Leo Cleary Bursary — This bursary has been established by the Port
Hope Council #6490 Knights of Columbus, in honour of Monseigneur Cleary, Pastor of
Our Lady of Mercy Church, Port Hope.

Walter J. Creswick was a teacher at P.H.H.S. from 1966 to 1978, and Head of Geography
until 'll1is retirement. He remained a keen student of his subject field, with particular interest
in soils.

Emily C. Foy came to Port Hope High School in 1923 as a teacher of Art, History,
Arithmetic, and Spanish. She retired from PHHS in 1961 due to ill health, and has lived
in Whitby since. Her later teaching years were devoted to Art and some Spanish.

Mr. D. R. Gellatly was the Principal of Port Hope High School from 1972 to 1982. This award
was established to recognize and encourage student leadership and service.

Dr. C. P. Hamilton was a graduate of Bishop Strachan and University of Toronto. She
financed her own medical training during the depression years, eventually completing
post-graduate studies in Philadelphia in pediatrics and obstetrics. She began a medical
practice in Port Hope in 1943, and at her death in 1963 her estate provided funds to en-
courage promising students to continue their education.

The Henwood Memorial Scholarships were donated by Margaret and Alice Henwood who
were born in Canton, and educated at Canton, Port Hope High School, and the University
of Toronto. Wm. Henwood was a trustee of long standing and was first appointed in 1892.

The “Sam Hersey” Awards in Auto Mechanics. Sam Hersey was a former President of
the Port Hope Rotary Club and owner of a car dealership and garage in the town.

Norman Jennings McLean attended the Port Hope High School from 1903 to 1907. From
1957 onward, he provided a scholarship to encourage graduates of PHHS and upon his
death in 1975 he generously bequeathed a sum of money to provide an annual scholarship
for a fifth year student.

Parsons Proficiency Prizes — S. R. Parsons was born in Port Hope in 1854 and educated
at Port Hope United Grammar and Common School. He later became Chairman of the
British-American Oil Co. Ltd. The scholarship which he made available was first presented
in 1920.

P.H.H.S Nutrition Club Award — This award is funded by the Provincial Award won in 1980.

PHHS: 25 Reunion Award — This award will be presented for the first time this year.
Revenue raised at last May’s 25th anniversiary celebrations provides the fund for this award.

Ganaraska Region Conservation Authority Bursary — This is a new award which assists
students continuing their Education in Biological Science.

Dean Wilson was a teacher of music at Port Hope High School the first year the present
school building opened, (1956) at which time he started the Music Department. He was
extremely interested in his students and the outdoors, and when he was only in his second
year of teaching at PHHS, he drowned while hunting at Presqu’ile with three students who
were also members of his Perrytown Scout troop. The award is given in his memory by
Mr. and Mrs. Dwight Wilson, his parents.

The Kurt Wiesbaum Jr. Memorial Award — Kurt Wiesbaum Jr. attended Port Hope High
School from September 1968 to June 1973. Upon graduation, he proceeded to the University
of Waterloo to study Chemistry. He was keenly interested in outdoor sports, especially
canoeing and hiking. He died tragically, while canoeing with friends, on June 26, 1976.

PORT HOPE HIGH SCHOOL - - 1853 - 1979
Early History

In 1851, the Government of Upper Canada passed an Act enabling towns like Port Hope to
open Grammar Schools. Port Hope Grammar School was established in 1853 and opened
in a room in the south-east corner of the first floor of the newly completed Town Hall. Mr.
Oliver T. Miller remained in charge of the school until May, 1855, at which time classes
moved to a separate building on the south-east corner of Dorset and Smith Streets. In
September of the same year, the school reopened in a room above a store on Walton Street

In the fall of 1856, the Union Grammar (High) and Common (Public) School opened in
the upper floors of Knowlson’s Building, corner of Walton and Cavan Streets, with Mr. John
Gordon as Principal. In 1861, the Union School was moved to the site of the present Central
School on Pine Street.

Legislation of 1871 changed Grammar to High, and Common to Public Schools and
rendered the latter free which resulted in an influx of pupils. A separate High School under
the direction of Dr. Purslow opened in January 1873 at the “Old Kirk” on the corner of
Brown and North Streets (now demolished). There were 82 students and three teachers.

In January of 1879, students moved to a new High School Building (now Dr. Hawkins)
on the south-west corner of Pine and Bedford Streets which had been built at a cost of
$12,000.00. (155 students and five teachers).

The “new” High School Building was officially opened on October 31, 1956 (additions
in September 1962, and 1970) on the corner of Highland and Victoria Streets.
